Wi-Fi 

Each Year Wi-Fi is being increased 

 There are now 12 antennae throughout the Marina.  It is a very advanced network.  

While you travel throughout the marina each antennae is synchronized to drop and pick up 

the next closest antennae signal without interruption. 

As in any Wi-Fi system it will slow up if too many people are on it.  Therefore please do not 

give out the password to the neighborhood or at Venetian Shores.  We will be carefully 

monitoring the usage for each antennae.  Our friends at I tech security constantly “tweak” 

the system throughout the marina.  The system has been set up to handle over 500  emails 

at any given moment.  Please be courteous when using streaming movies or games. When 

you’re not using it please shut it off. 

How to set up your personal Wi-Fi 

1. When you go on your device you will see:  AYC-Public 
2. You may then put in the AYC pass code 
3. The passcode is available in the main office with Billy 
4. You may also ask any board member for the passcode.
